Fantastic Creatures Worksheet 
1. Pick an animal in the aquarium and write down 20 words that come into your head when you look at it.
Use these words to make up a poem about the animal.
Remember it does not have to rhyme. 

2. Find an animal in the aquarium and write down what you imagine it would be like to live like them for a day – this can either be in the aquarium or out in the sea.

3. Write down which animal in the aquarium you think you are most like and why e.g. an angel fish because you like wearing brightly coloured clothes and living in a busy area or an octopus because you like spending time alone.

4. Riddle Poem: Use the five senses to help you to describe a fishy creature in 5 clever sentences;
It sounds like… It smells like… etc
(taste/smell/sound/sight/touch)

Yes, you will have to use your imagination for taste!
See if the rest of your class can guess which creature is being described.

5. Make up your own label for one of the creatures in the aquarium. You can write what it eats, where it lives, who it lives with.


6. Make up your own sea creature it can be a mixture of some of the animals you have seen today. Describe what it looks like, where it will live, what it will eat.
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
