Subject: Science
Topic: Food Chains
Suitable for: Primary school introduction or secondary school refresher


A practical workshop by a trained aquarist will allow children to meet native rockpool animals and understand how organisms interact with each other, and how they are classified, plus explore food chains and webs within the communities.
Through practical activities we will highlight who are the marine predators, prey and what is the producer in a food chain.
